This applies to all
electronic Capital Gains Tax Clearance Certificates that were issued with effect from 1 November 2023
going forward.

For avoidance of doubt the issuance of manual Capital Gains Tax Clearance Certificates has
been discontinued.

Taxpayers have access to the CGT Clearance Certificate through their TaRMS Self Service Portal.

c. A window will appear, and under Select Certificate Type, click the dropdown icon and select CGT
certificate.

d. Insertthe Tax Payer TIN.

e. Fill in the authentication code as it appears on the CGT certificate that is to be validated

f. Click Verify

g. A message “The CGT Certificate of SAMPLE LTD (name of taxpayer) with 2001676900 TIN

(Taxpayer TIN) exists in the system” will appear if the certificate exists, otherwise the certificate will
not be found.

2. Validation by Scanning QR Code

a. Scan the QR code using a scanning device

(Taxpayer TIN) exists in the system” will appear if the certificate exists, otherwise the certificate
will not be found.
